Adairsville, Georgia was incorporated in 1854 and following the Civil War found prosperity in the peach and chenille industries, tapping tourists along the north-south Dixie Highway.  In 1984, the Sans Souci Women’s Club, one of the oldest civic clubs in Georgia, worked tirelessly to secure Adairsville’s placement as the first city in Georgia to be listed in its entirety on the National Register of Historic Places.

Today the community is home to four of seven Japanese companies in Bartow County, including the Yanmar North American corporate headquarters.  Yet, residents in Adairsville treasure the small-town atmosphere, while neighbors throughout North Georgia flock to the city’s unique restaurants and shops.
